CHAPTER 1 -INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS - TABLE OF CONTENTS
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A. Introduction

Instructions to bidder are broad guidelines to be followed while formulating the bid and its submission to the
Purchaser. It also describes the methodology for opening and evaluation of bids and consequent award of
contract.

11 Eligible Bidders
1.1.1. This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers.
1.1.2. Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a firm

or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the
preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the
goods to be purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

1.1.3. Bidders who fulfil the Eligibility Criteria mentioned in Chapter 5 will be considered for Technical
Evaluation of bids.

12 Cost of Bidding
The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and “the

Purchaser", will in no case be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome
of the bidding process.

1.3 Fraud and corruption
1.3.1. The purchaser requires that the bidders, suppliers and contractors observe the highest standard of
ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts. In pursuit of this policy, the following
are defined:
Sr. No. Term Meaning
(a) Corrupt The offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of
practice anything of value to influence the action of a public official in the

procurement process or in contract execution.
(b) Fraudulent | a misrepresentation or omission of facts in order to influence a

practice procurement process or the execution of a contract.
(c) Collusive means a scheme or arrangement between two or more bidders, with or
practice without the knowledge of the purchaser, designed to establish bid prices
at artificial, non-competitive levels.
(d) Coercive means harming or threatening to harm, directly or indirectly, persons or
practice their property to influence their participation in the procurement process

or affect the execution of a contract.

1.3.2. The Purchaser will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award
has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or coercive practices in
competing for the Contract in question.

15 Content of Bidding Documents

1.5.1. The Goods / Services required, bidding procedures and contract terms are prescribed in the bidding
documents which should be read in conjunction. The bidding documents, apart from the Invitation for
Bids / Notice Inviting Tender have been divided into Eight Chapters.

1.5.2. The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and specifications in the bidding
documents. Failure to furnish all information required by the bidding documents or submission of a bid
not substantially responsive to the bidding documents in every respect will be at the Bidder's risk and
may result in rejection of its bid.

Clarification of bidding documents

In case when there is NO PRE-BID CONFERENCE

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding Documents shall contact the Purchaser in
writing at the Purchaser’s address specified in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC). The Purchaser
will respond in writing to any request for clarification, provided that such request is received not later
than ten (10) days prior to the due date for submission of bids. The Purchaser shall host the response
on its website, including a description of the inquiry but without identifying its source. Should the
Purchaser deem it necessary to amend the Bidding Documents as a result of a clarification, it shall do
so following the procedure under Clause 1.7 relating to amendment of bidding documents and Clause
1.19 relating to Due date for Submission of Bids. The clarifications and amendments issued would also
be hosted on the website of the purchaser for the benefit of the prospective bidders who are expected
to take cognizance of the same before formulating and submitting their bids.

In case when there is PRE-BID CONFERENCE

a) A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Biding Documents shall contact the Purchaser
in writing at the Purchaser’s address specified in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC), latest by
the date specified in the Invitation for Bids / NIT which would be deliberated as per Clause 1.6.2 (b)
of Instructions to the Bidders. No request for clarification or query shall be normally entertained
after the Pre-Bid Conference. Should the Purchaser deem it necessary to amend the Bidding
Documents as a result of a clarification, it shall do so following the procedure under Clausel.7

These
proceedings will become a part of clarifications / amendments to the bidding documents and would
become binding on all the prospective bidders.

Amendment to Bidding Documents

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Where there is no mention of packing, forwarding, freight, insurance charges, taxes etc. such offer shall
be rejected as incomplete.
The price quoted shall remain fixed during the contract period and shall not vary on any account.

All lots and items must be listed and priced separately in the Price Schedules. If a Price Schedule shows
items listed but not priced, their prices shall be assumed to be included in the prices of other items.

The purchases made by the purchaser for scientific purpose are exempt from Custom Duty is charged

In case of imports the freight & insurance will be paid by the Purchaser, as the consighments are to be
shipped through the Purchaser nominated freight forwarder unless otherwise mentioned specifically.

The quotation should be only in Indian Rupees for indigenous items. In case of foreign quote, the
vendors may quote their rates in Indian Rupees as well as in Foreign Currency.

All payments due under the contract shall be paid after deduction of statutory levies at source (like
ESIC, IT (TDS), Service Tax, WCT etc.), wherever applicable.

Bid Currencies

Prices shall be quoted in Indian Rupees for offers received for supply within India and in freely
Convertible foreign currency in case of offers received for supply from foreign countries.

Documents Establishing Bidder’s Eligibility and qualifications

The bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing the bidders’ eligibility to bid and its
qualification to perform the contract if its bid is accepted.

The documentary evidence of the bidders qualification to perform the contract if the bid is accepted
shall establish to the purchasers satisfaction that:

The bid security shall be payable promptly upon written demand by the purchaser in case the conditions
listed in the ITB clause 1.15.11 are invoked.

The bid security should be submitted in its original form. Copies shall not be accepted.

Bid security / EMD is mandatory requirement and exemption is applicable to the firms registered with
NSIC only for the manufacture of the tendered goods and not for selling products manufactured by
other companies.

The Bid Security of unsuccessful bidder will be discharged / returned as promptly as possible but
positively within a period of 30 days after the expiration of the period of bid validity or placement of
order whichever is later, without any interest.

The successful Bidder's bid security will be discharged upon the Bidder furnishing the Performance
Security, without any interest. Alternatively, the BS could also be adjusted against Performance
Security, if it is paid through Demand Draft / Banker’s Cheque.

In case a bidder intimates at the time of tender opening in writing that the bid security is kept inside the
financial bid, then in such cases, the technical bid of the party would be accepted provisionally till
opening of the financial bids with which the party has attached the bid security.

The bid security may be forfeited:

(a) | If Bidder withdraws or amends or modifies or impairs or derogates its bid during the period of
bid validity specified by the Bidder on the Bid Form;

OR
(b) | In case of successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails to furnish order acceptance within 15 days of
the order or fails to sign the contract and / or fails to furnish Performance Security within 21
days from the date of contract / order.

Whenever the bidder chooses to submit the Bid Security in the form of Bank Guarantee, then he should
advise the banker issuing the Bank Guarantee to immediately send by Registered Post (A.D.) an
unstamped duplicate copy of the Guarantee directly to the Purchaser with a covering letter to compare
with the original BG for the correctness, genuineness, etc.

Period of Validity of Bids

Bids shall remain valid for minimum of 180 days after the date of bid opening prescribed by the
Purchaser. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, the Purchaser may solicit the Bidder's consent to an extension of the
period of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing (or by fax or e-mail).
The bid security provided shall also be suitably extended. A Bidder may refuse the request without
forfeiting its bid security. A Bidder granting the request will not be required nor permitted to modify its
bid.

Bid evaluation will be based on the bid prices without taking into consideration the above corrections.

If Technical Bid envelope is not sealed and marked as required above, the Purchaser will assume no
responsibility for the bid's misplacement or premature opening of the submitted bid. In such cases, bids
received in open condition within the due date and time will be accepted at the risk of the bidder if the
same is presented to the Stores & Purchase Officer before expiry of the due date and time of opening
of the bids.

Due date for Submission of Bids

Bids must be received by the Purchaser at the address specified in NIT not later than the time and date
specified in NIT. In the event of the specified date for the submission of Bids being declared a holiday
for the Purchaser, the Bids will be received up to the appointed time on the next working day.

The Purchaser may, at its discretion, extend the due date for submission of bids by amending the bid
documents in accordance with Clause relating to Amendment of Bidding Documents in which case all
rights and obligations of the Purchaser and Bidders previously subject to the due date will thereafter be
subject to the due date as extended.

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E. Opening and Evaluation of Bids

Opening of Bids by the Purchaser
Opening of Bids by the Purchaser will be done as per the provisions of the e-procurement system.

In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for the Purchaser, the Bids
shall be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day. In case of two-bid, the
Price bid shall be opened only after technical evaluation.

Bidders interested in participating in the bid opening process, should witness the tender opening
process on e-procurement system.

Confidentiality

Information relating to the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post qualification of bids, and
recommendation of contract award, shall not be disclosed to bidders or any other persons not officially
concerned with such process until Award of the Contract.

Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post
qualification of the bids or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of its Bid.

Clarification of Bids

To assist in the examination, evaluation, comparison and post qualification of the bids, the Purchaser
may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the
response shall be in writing and no change in prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered or
permitted. However, no negotiation shall be held except with the lowest bidder, at the discretion of the
purchaser. Any clarification submitted by a bidder in respect to its bid which is not in response to a
request by the purchaser shall not be considered.

Preliminary Examination

The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical documentation
requested in ITB Clause 1.9 have been provided, and to determine the completeness of each document
submitted.

The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have been provided in the
Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer shall be rejected.

(@) All the tenders received will first be scrutinized to see whether the tenders meet the basic
requirements as incorporated in the tender enquiry document. The tenders, who do not meet the
basic requirements, will be treated as non-responsive and ignored. The following are some of the
important points, for which a tender may be declared as non-responsive and will be ignored, during
the initial scrutiny:

i | The Bid is unsigned

ii | The Bidder is not eligible

iii | The Bid validity is shorter than the required period

iv | The Bidder has quoted for goods manufactured by a different firm without the required
authority letter from the proposed manufacturer

Bidder has not agreed to give the required performance security

vi | The goods quoted are sub-standard, not meeting the required specification, etc.

vii | Against the Requirement (Scope of supply) the bidder has not quoted for the entire
requirement as specified in Chapter 4

viii | The bidder has not agreed to some essential condition(s) incorporated in the tender.

(b) Bid Form and Price Schedule Form, in accordance with ITB Clause1.10. In case of two-bid system
these forms shall be examined after opening of the Price Bids of the technically qualified bidders.

Responsiveness of Bids
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Prior to the detailed evaluation, the purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each
bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of this clause, a substantive responsive bid is one, which
conforms to all terms and condition of the bidding documents without material deviations, reservations
or omissions. A material deviation, reservation or omission is one that:

(a) | affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Goods and Related
Services specified in the Tender; OR

(b) | limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding Documents, the Purchaser’s
rights or the Bidder’s obligations under the Proposed Contract; OR

(c) | if rectified, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other bidders presenting
substantially responsive bids.

The Purchasers’ determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself
without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

If a bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and may not subsequently be
made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the material deviation, reservation or omission.

Non-Conformity, Error and Omission

Provided that a Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may waive any non-conformities or
omissions in the Bid that do not constitute a material deviation.

Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser may request that the Bidder submit the
necessary information or documentation, within a reasonable period of time, to rectify nhon-material
non-conformities or omissions in the bid related to documentation requirements. Such omission shall
not be related to any aspect of the price of the Bid. Failure of the Bidder to comply with the request
may result in the rejection of its Bid.

Provided that the Bid is substantially responsive, the Purchaser shall correct arithmetical errors on the
following basis:

(a) | if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the line item total that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price by the quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the line item total
shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Purchaser there is an obvious misplacement of
the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the line item total as quoted shall govern and
the unit price shall be corrected;

(b) | if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals, the
subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected; and

(c) | if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail, unless
the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in which case the amount in

figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above.

Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the purchaser may request that a bidder may confirm
the correctness of arithmetic errors as done by the purchaser within a target date. In case, no reply is
received then the bid submitted shall be ignored and its Bid Security may be forfeited.

Examination of Terms & Conditions, Technical Evaluation

The Purchaser shall examine the Bid to confirm that all terms and conditions specified in the GCC and
the SCC have been accepted by the Bidder without any material deviation or reservation.

The Purchaser shall evaluate the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance with ITB Clause
1.14, to confirm that all requirements specified in Chapter 4 of the Bidding Documents have been met
without any material deviation or reservation.

If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and the technical evaluation, the Purchaser
determines that the Bid is not substantially responsive in accordance with ITB Clause 1.26, it shall
reject the Bid.

Conversion to Single Currency
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To facilitate evaluation and comparison, the Purchaser will convert all bid prices expressed in the
amounts in various currencies in which the bid prices are payable to Indian Rupees at the selling
exchange rate established by any bank in India as notified in the Newspapers on the date of bid
opening in the case of single bid and the rates prevalent on the date of opening of the Price Bids in
case of two-bid. For this purpose, exchange rate notified in www.rbi.org or any other website would be
used by the purchaser.

Evaluation and comparison of bids

The Purchaser shall evaluate each bid that has been determined, up to this stage of the evaluation, to
be substantially responsive.

To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall only use all the factors, methodologies and criteria defined
below. No other criteria or methodology will be used.

The bids shall be evaluated on the basis of final landing cost which shall be arrived as under:

(@) For Goods manufactured within India

i) | The price of the goods quoted Ex-works including taxes already paid.

ii) | GST and other taxes like Custom duty etc. which will be payable on the goods if the contract
is awarded.

iii) | The charges for inland transportation, insurance and other local services required for
delivering the goods at the desired destination as specified in the price schedule form.

iv) | The installation, commissioning and training charges including any incidental services, if any
as given in Scope of Supply (Chapter 4)

(b) For Goods manufactured abroad

i) | The price of the goods, quoted on FCA (named Airport abroad) or FOB (named port of
shipment), as specified in the price schedule form.

ii) | The charges for insurance and transportation of the goods to the port / place of destination
i.e. CIP/CIF Price.

iii) | The agency commission charges payable to Indian agent in Indian rupees, if any.

iv) | The installation, commissioning and training charges including any incidental services, if any

The comparison between the indigenous and the foreign offers shall be made on FOR destination basis
and CIF / CIP basis respectively. However, the CIF / CIP prices quoted by any foreign bidder shall be
loaded further as under:-

(@) Towards customs duty and other statutory levies-as per applicable rates.

(b) Towards custom clearance, inland transportation etc.-2% of the CIF / CIP value.

Note: Where there is no mention of packing, forwarding, freight, insurance charges, taxes etc. such
offers shall be rejected as incomplete.

In case of Purchase of many items against one tender, which are not inter- dependent or, where
compatibility is not a problem, normally the comparison would be made on ex-works, ( in case of
indigenous items) and on FOB / FCA (in the case of imports) prices quoted by the firms for identifying
the lowest quoting firm for each item.

Orders for Imported Goods need not necessarily be on FOB / FCA basis rather it can be on the basis of
any of the Incoterms latest edition as may be amended from time to time by the ICC or any other
designated authority and favourable to IITM.

Wherever the price quoted on FOB / FCA and CIF / CIP basis are the same, the Contract would be made
on CIF / CIP basis only.

The GCC and the SCC shall specify the mode of transport i.e. whether by air / ocean / road / rail.
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Comparison of Bids

The Purchaser shall compare all substantially responsive bids to determine the lowest valuated bid, in
accordance with ITB Clause1.30.

Contacting the Purchaser

Subject to ITB Clause 1.24, no Bidder shall contact the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from
the time of the bid opening to the time the Contract is awarded.

Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in its decisions on bid evaluation, bid comparison or
contract award may result in rejection of the Bidder's bid.

Post qualification

In the absence of pre-qualification, the Purchaser will determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidder
that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated responsive bid is qualified to perform the
contract satisfactorily, in accordance with the criteria listed in ITB Clause 1.13.

The determination will take into account the Eligibility& Qualification criteria listed in the bidding
documents and will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder's
qualifications submitted by the Bidder, as well as such other information as the Purchaser deems
necessary and appropriate.

An affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the Bidder. A negative
determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid.

F. Award of contract
Negotiations
Normally, there shall not be any negotiation. Negotiations, if at all, shall be an exception and only in the
case of items with limited source of supply. Negotiations shall be held with the lowest evaluated
responsive bidder. Counter offers tantamount to negotiations, shall be treated at par with negotiations.
Award Criteria
Subject to ITB Clause 1.37, the Purchaser will award the contract to the successful Bidder whose bid
has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined to be the lowest
evaluated bid, provided further that the Bidder is determined to be qualified to perform the contract

satisfactorily. The details of the award would be hosted on the website of the Purchaser.

Purchaser's right to vary Quantities at Time of Award or later

The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of Contract award to increase or decrease the quantity of
goods and services originally specified in the Chapter 4 without any change in unit price or other terms
and conditions. Further, at the discretion of the purchaser, the quantities in the contract may be
enhanced by 30% within the delivery period.

Purchaser's right to accept any Bid and to reject any or all Bids

The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject
all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected
Bidder or Bidders.

Notification of Award
Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in
writing by registered letter or by cable or telex or fax or e mail that the bid has been accepted and a

separate purchase order shall follow through post.

Until a formal contract is prepared and executed, the notification of award should constitute a binding
contract.
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Upon the successful Bidder's furnishing of the signed Contract Form and Performance Security
pursuant to ITB Clause 1.41, the Purchaser will promptly notify each unsuccessful Bidder and discharge
its bid security.

Signing of Contract

Promptly after notification, the Purchaser shall send the successful Bidder the Purchase Order.

Within twenty-one (21) days of date of the Purchase Order, the successful Bidder shall enter into
Contract Agreement as per Chapter 7.

Order Acceptance

The successful bidder should submit Order acceptance within 15 days from the date of issue of
Purchase Order, failing which it shall be presumed that the vendor is not interested and his bid security
is liable to be forfeited pursuant to ITB Clause1.15.11.

The order acceptance must be received within 15 days. However, the Purchaser has the powers to
extend the time frame for submission of order acceptance and submission of Performance Security
(PS). Even after extension of time, if the order acceptance / PS are not received, the contract shall be
cancelled and limited tenders irrespective of the value shall be invited from the responding firms after
forfeiting the bid security of the defaulting firm, where applicable, provided there is no change in
specifications. In such cases the defaulting firm shall not be considered again for re-tendering in the
particular case.

Performance Security

Within 21 days of receipt of the notification of award / Purchase Order as per the GCC Clause 2.12, the
Supplier shall furnish Performance Security for the amount specified in SCC, valid for the time 60 days
after the warranty period.

(a) | Contract The Contract Agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier,
together with the Contract Documents referred to therein, including all
attachments, appendices, and all documents incorporated by reference therein.
(b) | Contract The documents listed in the Contract Agreement, including any amendments
Documents thereto.

(c)

Contract Price

The price payable to the Supplier as specified in the Contract Agreement,
subject to such additions and adjustments thereto or deductions there from, as
may be made pursuant to the Contract.

(d) | Day Calendar day

(e) | Completion The fulfilment of the Related Services by the Supplier in accordance with the
terms and conditions set forth in the Contract.

(f) |GCC The General Conditions of Contract.

(g8) | Goods All of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment, and/or other
materials that the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the
Contract

(h) | Services The services incidental to the supply of the goods, such as transportation,
insurance, installation, training and initial maintenance and other such
obligations of the Supplier under the Contract.

(i) |scc The Special Conditions of Contract.

(j) |Subcontractor | Any natural person, private or government entity, or a combination of the above,
to which any part of the Goods to be supplied or execution of any part of the
Related Services is subcontracted by the Supplier.

(k) | Supplier The natural Person, Private or Government entity, or a combination of the
above, whose bid to perform the Contract has been accepted by the Purchaser
and is named as such in the Contract Agreement.

Contract Documents

Subject to the order of precedence set forth in the Contract Agreement, all documents forming the
Contract (and all parts thereof) are intended to be correlative, complementary, and mutually
explanatory. The Contract Agreement shall be read as a whole.

Successful bidder shall have to enter into Contract Agreement on Rs.500/- non judicial stamp paper as
per Contract Form given in Chapter 7 within 21 days of placement of Purchase Order having value
above Rs.25 lakh or equivalent amount in Foreign Currency.

Fraud and Corruption

The purchaser requires that bidders, suppliers, contractors and consultants, if any, observe the highest
standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts. In pursuit of this policy,

(a) The terms set forth below are defined as follows:

Corrupt practice

The offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything

Such events may include, but not be limited to, acts of the Purchaser in its
sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight
embargoes.

If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such
conditions and the cause thereof within 21 days of its occurrence. Unless otherwise directed by the
Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as
is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented
by the Force Majeure event.

If the performance in whole or in part or any obligations under the contract is prevented or delayed by

any reason of Force Majeure for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may at its option terminate
the contract without any financial repercussions on either side.

Termination for Insolvency

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, if the
Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent. In this event, termination will be without
compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of
action or remedy, which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.

Termination for Convenience

(b) | To cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed amount for partially completed
Goods / Services and for materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier.

Settlement of Disputes

The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal
negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the
Contract.

If, after twenty-one (21) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such
mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its
intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the matter in dispute, and no
arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given. Any dispute or
difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration has been given in
accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior
to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract. .

The dispute settlement mechanism / arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as under:

Technical specifications for Eddy Covariance System, Qty - 02 sets

General : Installation of the sensors, data acquisition system and demonstration of proper functioning of the
system as per specifications is the responsibility of the vendor.

All sensors and data logging systems should be of high research standards and widely used by scientific
community.

DC power (12-24 V, 10 Amp) will be provided at the base of tower.

Specifications: Eddy-Covariance System (Quantity: 2)

The eddy-covariance (EC) system should be capable of measuring fluxes of CO2, H20, sensible heat,
momentum and other turbulent quantities accurately.

The system should include one fast response three-dimensional ultrasonic anemometer
thermometer, one fast response open path CO2-H20 gas analyzer and data acquisition system. The
3-D anemometer and CO2-H20 gas analyzer could be two separate units or it can be an integrated
single unit.

The EC system should be suitable for unattended long-term operation with low-power consumption.
The system should be complete with all cables & connectors, interfaces, enclosures for the
electronics and data acquisition system and mounting accessories to install on tall towers. Required
spares should be provided to use for 5 years.

The system should provide error free measurements during foggy and light to moderate rainfall
conditions.

e H20 performance: Zero Drift with Temperature: £0.05 mmol/mol/°C; Gain Drift with temperature
(maximum): £0.3% of reading/°C

e Should have digital as well as analog outputs and compatible with most data loggers for
independent data collection; Communication should be possible through RS232/ USB/ Ethernet.

e Calibration sheets, user manuals, calibration fixtures, standard accessories including basic spare kit
with air filters, desiccants, and scrubbers should be included.
